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Non-Academic Programs

One of the state-wide Umoja Community Outcomes is higher than average persistence rates.  We want to see all Umoja students who complete two consecutive 
semesters persist to the following semester.  To date, that would be fall to fall.  Going forward, we are allowing multiple entry points into Umoja and modifying the 
design to offer more courses.  We want to assess persistence also from spring to spring.  We plan to migrate to the new model for 2021-2022.  We want to 
compare the new "co-hort" model to our existing model, which is referred to as the "learning community" model.  The goal is to identify any persistence issues 
early on in the new co-hort model by assessing 2021-2022 for Fall only.  We need a full year of spring participants.  Therefore, we'll assess spring under the new 
co-hort model in Year 3.
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
