What we know...
97 students attended Math Jam this January

Half of those students had a primary goal of
preparing for their next math class
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We believe they were set up for success!
®Pre- and Post- Math Jam Assessments
=(Objectives mastered

®Pre- and Post- Surveys

®|ncrease of students requesting tutors
=31 more requests this semester
"|ncrease of 34%
=Many requesting their “Math Jam Tutor”

and (I am) going to pass it.”

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What we know...

Everyone was encouraged to retake the
ACCUPLACER exam on Friday.

47 students did.
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Of those 47 students...

At least 20 students tested high enough on the
exam that they are now eligible for a class 1 to
2 levels above their enrolled class for Spring.

*This saves them a half to a full year of math!
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Thanks to 100%
cooperation in the Math
Department and Student
Services...
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Every student that was
eligible to “jump” a class
and had a seat to give up
was registered for their new
level on Friday.
