7.1. Minimum qualifications for GE

e Determining what counts as GE- for example, can a welding course count a course under GE for
guantitative reasoning. What minimum qualifications of teaching as a certification count towards
GE at a college level? Minimum qualifications for the course are determined by faculty. What is
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being taught in a course to count as a GE area? Should minimum qualifications be created and
what are the qualifications for a GE area? Can a different discipline teach a GE course, including
theories of the concepts, not just applications? Up for discussion.

7.2. No-unit value labs & funding

e Smallest increment of units are 0.5; FTES funding is changing. For example, if the lab + lecture
hours are the same, funding is calculated differently depending on weekly/semester scheduling.
No longer funded for no-unit value labs — new funding starts Fall 2026. How would the UC look at
a traditional lecture course having lecture replaced with lab units?
