Institutions Requirement. History 32 fulfills the American Cultures requirement. In addition all
of our courses can be used to complete the AA Transfer Degree in History as well as other
Transfer Degrees. 9 History courses fulfill CSU (Area C) & IGETC (Area 3). 10 courses fulfill
CSU (Area D) and IGETC (Area 4). All of the history courses are capped at 44 students per
section, and all History courses have DE approval.

The History courses are a critical component to the College. They are vital for a Liberal Arts
education and are required for transfer. In addition to the History Transfer Degree, our
courses are also required for Degrees in Global Studies, Philosophy and Humanities. For
example, the Philosophy Transfer Degree requires History 1 & 2.

History faculty currently serve on the UndocuAlly Task force, the Presidential Task Force, the
AANHPI Interest Group, the Student

Learning Outcomes Committee, and advise the History Club.
History faculty were also instrumental in creating LGBT Studies courses.

This is a replacement position for a history instructor who specializes in World History. During the 2018-2019
academic year, the history program developed curriculum for two courses in World History (Hist 3 and 4). In
addition to expanding our course offerings, the addition of these courses benefitted our students by putting our
program more in line with the offerings and requirements of four-year colleges and universities. Unfortunately,
because of the sudden departure of Rajan Gill in 2019, we have not been able to staff these courses with a
full-time faculty member who specializes in those topics. Finding part-time faculty qualified to teach World
History is more difficult than staffing our other courses. As a result, currently we are only able to offer those
courses in an online format. Not only would a replacement hire in this field allow us to offer these courses
in-person, but students in general would be able to benefit from an instructor in this field who has more
availability to meet regularly with students and participate in campus life. Lastly, a replacemement will provide
much-needed assistance for the program in meeting a variety of administrative tasks, such as program review,
scheduling, peer evaluations, updating and developing new curriculum, and new part-time hiring.

The History program currently has two faculty positions that have yet to be replaced. This
specific request is to fill the position previously held by Rajan Gill, who departed at the end of the
2018-2019 academic year. The initial request to replace Professor Gill position was approved by
the President in the 2019-2020 academic year, but the search was "paused" the day before the
second level interviews because of the Covid pandemic. The search was later cancelled. In the
2021-2022 academic year the request was approved by the President but was changed to a
joint position with Ethnic Studies. Unfortunately, the individual hired as a result of that search did
not work out, nor did the split assignment adequately serve the staffing needs of the History
Department as that individual was the sole faculty member in Ethnic Studies and, therefore,
expected to perform many tasks associated with that program. So, we have been trying to fill this
replacement since 2019, and we are only seeking one of the two replacements in our program at
this time. We hope that the committee will take this into consideration.
